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Li Xiaodong (Pechino, 1963) dopo gli studi in Cina ha conseguito il PhD presso 
la School of Architecture, Delft University of Technology in Olanda. È professore 
ordinario di progettazione architettonica presso la Facoltà di architettura della 
Tsinghua University di Pechino ed è autore di diversi saggi di teoria, cultura e 
storia dell’architettura e della città.
Contesto culturale e fattori climatici riferiti ai luoghi e alle loro risorse naturali 
assumono un ruolo centrale nel processo ideativo alla base dell’opera di Li 
Xiaodong che sempre tende ad integrare pensiero razionale con una riflessione 
di carattere profondamente spirituale. Li Xiaodong è stato insignito di nume-
rosi premi in Cina, Germania, negli USA, in UK e in Olanda. La sua scuola 
elementare di Yuhu è stata premiata dall’UNESCO Jury Award for Innovation 
nel 2005, con l’AR Emerging Architecture Award a Londra nel 2009 e con il 
Business Week/Architectural Records China Award for Best Public Building. Il 
suo progetto per la scuola-ponte nella provincia dello Fujian ha vinto nel 2010 
l’Aga Khan Award for Architecture e nel 2012 Li Xiaodong è stato premiato 
con l’Honorary Fellowship dell’American Institute of Architects. 

Li Xiaodong (Beijing, 1963), after graduating in China, obtained his PhD at 
the School of Architecture, Delft University of Technology in the Netherlands. 
He is currently Chair Professor of the Architecture Program at the school of 
Architecture of the Tsinghua University in Beijin and his publications cover a 
wide range of interests, from cultural studies, history and theory of architec-
ture to urban studies. Cultural context and natural environment, related to 
the different sites, play a central role in Li Xiaodong’s design strategy that 
always attempt to integrate rational thinking and a deep attitude to a spiritual 
exploration of ideas. Li Xiaodong has won design awards in China, Germany, 
US, UK and in the Netherlands. His project for the elementary school in Yuhu 
was awarded in 2005 with the UNESCO Jury Award for Innovation, in 2009 
whit the AR Emerging Architecture Award in London and with the Business 
Week/Architectural Records China Award for Best Public Building. His Bridge 
School in the Fujian Province received in 2010 the Aga Khan Award for Archi-
tecture and in 2012 Li Xiaodong was awarded whit the Honorary Fellowship 
of the American Institute of Architects.
