	Call for proposals of student projects within the initiative “Il mondo in USI” – Academic Year 2026–2027


The International Relations and Study Abroad Service of USI invites recognized student associations to submit project proposals for the allocation of financial contributions within the initiative “Il mondo in USI” (The world at USI).

The form must be submitted to relint@usi.ch within the deadlines established by this call.
Projects must be aligned with the mission, vision, and values of USI in general, and in particular promote intercultural dialogue and contribute to the development of an open, inclusive university community aware of cultural diversity.

By submitting this proposal, you agree:

• that the name of the association(s) involved, and the name and surname of the contact person indicated may appear in communications regarding the proposal and its process

• to transmit in general the contact data related to your profile and the information indicated in this form to the International Relations and Study Abroad Service, so that they may be processed within the procedures of project selection and implementation, within the limits defined by current regulations on the protection of privacy

Where only the masculine grammatical gender is used, the terms are intended to refer to all genders.



Guidelines and evaluation criteria
Funding proposals will be evaluated based on the following criteria. Applicant associations are invited to carefully follow the indications provided.

Consistency with “Il mondo in USI”
The proposed project must be clearly consistent with the objectives of Il mondo in USI (The world at USI), particularly with regard to:
• the promotion of cultural diversity and intercultural dialogue;
• raising awareness within the student community of intercultural dynamics in academic and social contexts.

Definition of clear objectives and explicit focus on interculturality 
The proposal must indicate specific, measurable, and realistic objectives that are understandable and relevant to the theme of interculturality and the needs of the student community.
The project must explicitly address interculturality, understood as:
• comparison between different cultural perspectives and reflection on intercultural dynamics;
• awareness of cultural differences and their effects in academic and social life.

Involvement of diverse cultural perspectives
The project should, where possible, include the active involvement of individuals with different cultural backgrounds, experiences, or perspectives, both in the design phase and in the implementation of activities.

Structured awareness-raising activites 
The proposal must include a detailed description of intercultural awareness activities, specifying:
• content;
• dates, locations, and implementation methods;
• target audience.

Within this call, purely recreational, festive, purely social, or self-referential projects are not supported.

Collaborations and local network 
Collaboration is allowed with:
• other student associations;
• entities, institutions, or organizations active in the local area.
Synergies are valued as they contribute to the development of a lasting intercultural network.

Territorial scope and general principles 
Projects will be supported only if they:
• take place on USI campuses;
• are intended for the USI community;
• are accessible and inclusive from all perspectives (linguistic, structural, etc.);
• are apolitical, non-religious, and non-profit.
Responsible use of resources
The tools and goods required for project implementation should, as far as possible, support the local economy and comply with the University’s sustainability guidelines (SostA).

Budget and financial sustainability 
The budget must be:
• detailed and coherent;
• proportionate to the project objectives.

Diversification of funding sources is allowed (self-financing, sponsorships, external contributions). Volunteer hours or free infrastructure may be indicated for informational purposes.
More than one project may be funded in the same semester. The maximum contribution that can be assigned to each project is CHF 2000. The allocated amount will be paid as follows: 2/3 upon assignment of the funding and 1/3 after submission of an appropriate activity report.

Submission of proposals and deadlines 
Applications must be submitted exclusively by email to relint@usi.ch no later than 12:00 on December 18, 2026.
Decisions will be published on the website of the International Relations and Study Abroad Service. Winning associations will also be informed by email.
Selected projects will be announced no later than January 29, 2027. All projects must be carried out during the Spring semester 2027 (February 15 – May 28, 2027).
The activity and financial report must be submitted by email to relint@usi.ch no later than 12:00 on July 30, 2027.
